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How should I prepare?

If a student wants to enter the fair, he/she must first choose a project to complete or experiment to conduct. You should then begin gathering information and materials for your project/experiment.  It is extremely important that you follow the Display and Safety Rules located on my eClass page.  Create a “science lab” at home for conducting the experiment.  Create a schedule for the project so there is enough time set aside to complete the work properly.  Don’t wait until the last minute to do the work.  If you need help, ask for it!  Parents, teachers, family and friends are great people to get advice from during this project.  All project work must be completed at home.  Parental involvement is encouraged ONLY at the supervisory level.  Students must be able to answer any and all questions from the judges should they move on to the county level.
Where can I get ideas for my project?

Once the decision is made on a topic, search the library for books and other printed material to provide information.  On Google, science fair ideas and experiments can be located by typing in “Elementary Science Experiments” or “Science Fair Ideas”.  Parents should assist on the internet searches to find websites that might provide you with helpful information.   It helps to be original and not complete an experiment that is really “popular”.  Volcanoes are NOT science fair material. (
What needs to be on the display?

Once the experiment has been completed, the entire process will need to be shared and reported on a project display board.  These display boards can be purchased at WalMart, a local school supply store or craft store.  Again, it is very important to follow the Display and Safety Rules mentioned above.  Every step in the scientific process must be included if you want your project to be judged.  For grades 3-5, do not include any pictures showing your face.  This is not allowed at the county level.  Also, it is HIGHLY recommended that you keep a log of your experiment.  No biological substances can be displayed at the county level for grades 3-5.  This includes plants, seeds, animals, human parts/substances, etc.  The guidelines are found in the Display Rules and Regulations.
Judging
Judges will use a rubric to determine points that projects earned in each category as they observe each project and display.  A copy of this rubric will be given to you when you turn in your official Entry Form, or again, can be found on Mrs. Robb’s eClass page.  All participants will receive a participation ribbon, and first, second, and third place awards will be given to each grade level at the local school level.

What is the purpose?





There are several reasons why Woodward Mill students should enter the science fair. Participants will put into practice the AKS/Characteristics of Science/Habits of the Mind objectives. Students will also practice the scientific process which includes the following: Hypothesis/Question, Topic Research, Materials, Steps/Investigation, Analysis/Observation, and Conclusion/Evaluation.


 


Who can enter?





Any student who attends Woodward Mill can enter the fair. It is totally optional. Students may enter individually, or they may have one partner in 4th and 5th grade only.  When the Entry Form is completed and turned in, students will receive a Judging  Rubric, which can also be found on Mrs. Robb’s eClass page. Participants will receive extra credit in Science Specials for their entry.
